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DIRECTOR’S REPORT –Fr Eamonn O’Brien ssc 
 
Introductory note :   When established in 2001,  the  title chosen for the organization was: 
Cultural Exchange with China (CEC).  Since that time the situation has changed very much in 
China and so we can now say publicly with confidence, as we do in the next paragraph, what 
our goal is. 
 
Our general goal is to build bridges between the Catholic Church of Britain and that of China.  
We especially seek to support the Catholic Church in China as it proclaims the Good News 
and faces the great challenges of modern Chinese Society.  We also seek to promote 
understanding, co-operation and mutually beneficial friendships between the people of 
Britain and China, based on respect for one another and in an ecumenical, interfaith and 
global context. 
 
Our general objective is a contribution to the preparation of personnel for mission (priests, 
sisters and lay people)  in the Church of China.  A specific objective for the coming years is 
to contribute to the ‘Formation’ aspect of this preparation through training both inside and 
outside of China.  ‘Formation’ is focused on issues of human and spiritual growth of the 
personnel in training. 
 
The following pages outline how we go about ‘building bridges’ between the two Churches 
and our specific contribution to Formation for the Church of China.  We see the strengthening 
of formation for priests, sisters and laity as the fundamental ingredient to assist the Church of 
China to take up the great challenge which it faces today. 
 
1. Formation in UK and Europe 

a) Thomas Cai: a lay man, completed his second year of foundational Catholic theology 
at Heythrop and his MA at Oxford with Distinction.  He is continuing his studies in 
Lueven this year as the tutors and courses better fit in with his study goals.   

b) Sr Teresita Tze and Theresa Deng:  Both are in the UK for formation with a view to 
the Active Contemplative foundation in Yuce, being initiated by Sr Mary Niu who 
studied both in the UK and Ireland. 

Sr Teresita Tze will complete the UK phase of her “preparation” in the  London 
Nottinghill Carmel in August and will return to China after the ‘Summer School’ which 
will be held in Rome in August/September this year.  She has taken her first profession. 

Theresa Deng, a doctor by Profession   came to the UK in September ’09 and spent 
three months with the Congregation of the Canonesses of St Augustine of Windesheim. 
Sr Mary Niu did much of her formation with the Augustinians.  Theresa has now come 
to the Carmel in Nottinghill and is expected to remain there for about two years.  As I 
write, she is struggling to cope with the rigours of strict Carmelite life. Fr Pat O’Beirne, 
just returned from Taiwan, will take a helping role as her English is not so great. 

c) Vincenzo Zhang: He is from the Diocese of Ankang and did about 6 months English 
studies with us in London; he had completed his philosophy and theology studies in 
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Rome and had been working with Vatican radio. 

His Bishop asked to have his Deaconate ordination in London to provide a period in 
that state before his expected ordination in Ankang in August.  The Cardinal of 
Westminster was contacted and agreed. 

However, on his return to China, or shortly before that, his bishop advised him not to 
return to his diocese as he was seen as a “speculator” by the local security people.  
Presumably because of his connections with the Vatican.   On a visit to his diocese 
two/three years earlier he had been ‘waylaid’ by the security people, held in detention 
and all his goods, including camera and photos, were confiscated. 

A ‘doldrums’ situation now prevails, with Vicenzo taking courses at Beijing university, 
waiting on his Bishops directions on ordination.  It’s going on and on as these things 
seem to.  Vincenzo has a scholarship from the Greg in Rome for Social Science studies, 
approved by his bishop, and the dean of Social Science Department of the Greg, whom 
I have met, is very willing to facilitate.  I have begun discussion with the BEDA, with 
its UK Church Connections, and they are considering offering him a board and lodging 
scholarship. The latest news is that his Bishop has advised him to return to Rome and 
continue his studies and possibly be ordained there. 

d) Anthony WU: he was scheduled to come to UK in September ’09, but once again his 
Bishop refused to release him.  Since ordination he has been managing and minding 
property in Tianjin belonging to the Diocese of Taiyuan, with the long term hope of 
getting all this property which was confiscated returned to the diocese. 

e) Sister Kuo, Jinan: presently coordinator of the National training Centre for Sisters; 
under discussion for formation studies; she has a good background in theology from 
France, but no English, so working towards the 6 in IELTS.  Am thinking of her for 
CPE but it’s all very much an open question yet. First interview has been had. 

f) Lay contacts: Initial contacts were had with Leah Ming Theresa who was 
recommended; a meeting was held with her, but it has not reached the stage of first 
interview yet as I have not received transcripts of records.   She is enthusiastic, even 
spent some period of time in HK studying Latin. 

g) Yaru Zhang and co laity:  we had long discussions in 2009; they are a very vibrant 
lay-group; they are preparing some more young lay people to go to the Philippines; a 
second meeting was held in February 2010, some young people are being selected for 
training. The issue of funding for English studies in China arose:  I’m wondering does 
it deserve a different status from agreed position last year with a greater preference 
given to them as they are lay. 

h) Anthony Hu:  Anthony was sent our way by a Liz King of the US, who had 
connections with Tommy Murphy.  Liz King is tied into the Maine meditation 
movement and works with Lawrence Freedman of the Benedictines, Ealing Abbey 
London.  Anthony spent a year in London in some form of ‘training’; although when 
investigated by me he was used more as a house manager for the Meditation centre in 
Ealing Abbey.  I had a long meeting with Anthony and presented our requirements.  He 
is a capable fellow, an ex seminarian, with an interesting outlook who believes he can 
make a contribution as a lay person to China Church through the Maine meditation 
method.  I found him well motivated.  In general, I would view what he proposed to 
offer as being a valuable input to Chinese Church. His wish was to return from London 
to China for a year and work and get connected in his diocese of adoption.  The bishop-
elect of his diocese, former rector of Taiyuan seminary, has been appointed and is the 
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brother of Anthony Wu (see above).  I am in touch with him and may have had a first 
interview by the AGM.  He is aiming for a study period in Heythrop to develop his 
Theological capacities and  the John Maine style of meditation.  

i) Michelle, Wuhan:   Has been in touch, but I have deferred meeting till Fr Gerry Neyon 
returns.  

j) Formation Course based in Germany:  This course had to be abandoned due to the 
impossibility of getting a Mandarin speaking competent staff for three successive years. 
The students in Europe who had hoped to attend  this course were disappointed and I 
received about 30 requests not to abandon it completely.  I am keeping options open but 
am not hopeful, especially with the demands arising from an increase of openings 
within China. 

k) Chinese University Students and other Chinese Nationals in the UK: arising from 
contact with our CFC students from China, a small number of Chinese students, some 
interested in Christianity, are keeping in touch with CEC; they are bringing others into 
the circles.  However our response is very minimal due to lack of personnel.  Linking 
them with parishes does not seem to be producing a connection that’s attractive to 
them.  We arranged a Chaplains visit to China, but on the ground those who went don’t 
seem to connect very much.  The National Catholic University Chaplain has a keen 
interest, but as yet we haven’t transformed this into an active program.  The Protestants, 
on the other hand, are having a field day in terms of conversions and ‘turning to the 
Christian Scriptures’ by Chinese students. 

As part of the China Forum – a subsection of the Churches Together in Britain and 
Ireland – we are engaged in an extensive survey of mainland Chinese in the UK.  The 
hope is that some service may ultimately be developed for mainlanders.  Most services 
currently available are for Cantonese and provided by Canton born priests or ex 
missionaries.  When Thomas Jia, a CFC student was in the UK, he had established a 
Mandarin Mass in London and the numbers had gone up to 70.  It was abandoned after 
his departure.   

The European Catholic China conference in September is giving particular attention to 
this issue, having the Chinese in Europe as a major agenda point. 

2. Formation inside China  

We continue to offer support and advice to Sisters formation courses. 

The Contemplative Monastery projects moves along slowly but steadily.  The building 
project is developing well and plans for the Nursing home are being prepared.  Most 
importantly aspirants to this new foundation are being  actively sought.  One sister who 
has been trained in the Nottinghill Carmel will return to China in August 2010.  
Another has arrived in London to discern and go into training in a London convent. 

The Yunan project for a training centre for catechists hasn’t made much progress.  The 
priest behind this project was to come to Myitkyina in Feb 2010, but didn’t; he now 
speaks  of visiting Myitkyina in October 2010. 

Worth mentioning here is the fact that two of our graduates, Maria Dong ( UK) and 
Melchior Zhao Huaimen, (Ireland)  played a very important part in the Spiritual 
Directors Summer School 2009.   Both were full time staff members; Melchior was 
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part of the Spiritual Director team, which required intensive personal work with 
participants as the focus of the final year was the PRACTISE of Spiritual Direction; 
Maria, along with a Jesuit staff member who has been with us from the beginning, 
offered a counselling service.  Both also contributed to input and played a very positive 
role in staff meetings. 

I have retained Melchior for follow up SUPERVISION between August ’09 and 
June’10, something we were unable to do for the first two years.  He is offering a great 
follow up service year to our last Summer School in July in 2009.  I believe its worth 
while running this supervision service for another year up to June 2011, close the 
whole process with a directed retreat; participants after discussion with the supervisor 
could discern what length of retreat they can handle.  It’s our belief that 4/5 of them 
could manage a 30 day retreat. Academic Institute Links – Catholic and Secular. 

a. Spiritual Directors Training Course:  Round 1. 
26 participants completed the 3rd Summer school of the Training course for spiritual 
directors responsible for formation in seminaries, novitiates and one parish. 

There is a follow up period of supervision till July 2010.   The supervision consists of 
one-to-one work by Fr Melchior Zhao a graduate from Ireland, who is the principal 
supervisor; the supervision takes places on  a one-one basis or at   mini meetings 
which are being held to build up a group support system; two or three such mini-
meetings are being held depending on circumstances.  One  such mini-meeting will 
have a visit of the senior staff from Taiwan and Hong Kong. 

The Summer school began with 3 teachers.  In the 2009 Summer school we had nine 
staff  for most of the period as the work consisted of intensive one-to-one training.  
Two graduates from the CFC programme overseas were full time staff;  this  was a 
very important development. 

 

b. Spiritual Directors Training Course:  Round 2 
 
Based on the feedback of the Bishops and superiors, and having got the 
continued  use of the National Seminary, Round 2 of the Spiritual Directors Training 
will be announced in April.  Based on our learning, there will be a pre-phase  running 
from about May 2010-July 2011 before entering the 1st Summer school.  Applicants 
will be interviewed and be accompanied and arising from this we hope to select about 
28 students for Summer school 2011. 

The  interviewing and selection will be carried out by our CFC graduates who  have 
returned from Ireland and the UK.Work will need to begin immediately to get the full 
time staff who will stay with the programme for three Summers. 

c.  July 2011:  one month intensive training course. 
 

This month is intended for graduates from overseas in an English speaking country 
who have completed an  MA in spirituality (counselling?). 
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The trainers will be from the UK, under the leadership of the Lay Director of Loyola 
Hall, Liverpool. 

As well  as the training which  each will hopefully benefit from, I am hoping that 
through this exercise we will be able to identify staff who will play ‘Junior role’ in a 
possible One Year Formation course.   

d. Training Courses in the Philippines 
 

I propose to investigate short courses in the Philippines for Sp. Dir. Training.  One of 
our staff – Ester Lam - from the Summer school, a Filipino-Chinese, who has 
committed herself to mission in China is currently taking such a two months course.  
She has masters qualifications in both pastoral theology and counselling and has 
shown herself to be a very capable staff member, whose service I hope to keep over 
the coming years.  A budget is being submitted for this course. 

e. Clinical Pastoral Education (CPE) COURSE and Future plans. 
 

A CPE course is in place for July and August 2010.   This course is developing arising 
from the feedback from Bishops and superiors to the Spiritual Directors course. We 
have the support of the Bishop of Handan  and the director of the Hospital in Handan.  
The hospital in Handan can offer accommodation this year.  We might have problems 
as the hospital expands as its reputation grows.  If all went well we might consider 
renting flats near the hospital if we had the assurance that it is a desirable place to 
continue this training.   A number of hospitals threw their hat in the ring  to offer this 
course, but the matter was decided by the  CPE supervisor on grounds I am willing to 
run with for now. 

If possible we hope to offer a second session for beginners during the year. 

We expect to have about 10/12 participants;   the best graduates from the Spiritual 
Direction Training course and we have offered places to other Major seminaries and 
Sisters communities.  There is a queue of applicants as I write. 

The CPE supervisor is presently Taiwan based, but mainland-born and highly 
connected.  She has been doing short pieces of work in PRC over the past years.   This 
will be the first major  piece of work. 

Our hope is to continue other sessions of CPE in China, both at the initial 400 hour 
stage and at upper levels.   But more importantly, initial sessions are key as we hope 
to identify talent that could go to Taiwan for training, where the language of 
communication, unlike HK, will be Mandarin.  In this way the dream is that we could 
have CPE supervisors offering the International certificate in a few years. 

Like all  aspects to date there are what look like insuperable hurdles, but in the hands 
of God they may be less formidable.   The biggest one we face here is getting visas  
and entry permissions for Taiwan.  Not withstanding the new love between Taipei and 
Beijing, and the rush of consumer flights back and forth,  I understand entry for a 
mainlander to Taiwan is not that easy. 
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f. LONG TERM FORMATION TRAINING, ROME OPTION – Institute of 
Psychology, The Greg. 

 

I have been finding it quite difficult to get suitable candidates for “formation 
Training”;  English language is a problem which will be discussed in one of the 
papers. 

Through certain providence, I have become connected with the Institute of 
Psychology in Rome, who are very willing to help and also willing to be involved in 
China. 

One Chinese sister is about to complete her masters at the Institute and is open to 
doing public work when  she returns.   And I have hopes of links with another 
qualified Sister already in China.  

I have asked friends in Rome who are happy to co-operate to try to identify students 
in other departments who might be suitable for studies in Psychology and who could, 
all other matters having been attended to, transfer to the Institute. I hope to announce 
this at the  European Summer school for Chinese students which will take place in 
Rome this year. 

Seeking candidates with English capacity for English speaking training centres must 
still be pursued. 

 

g. TWO MONTHS SECTOR OF NATIONAL PRIESTS RENEWAL COURSE. 
 

A one year renewal course for priests has  been in place in the National Seminary for 
about 4/5/ years.  It was highly academic, and felt by many of the priests not to be 
addressing their needs and lived experience. 

On the basis of the feedback to the Spiritual directors course, I have been invited to 
set up a team that will be responsible for about two months of this course and the theme 
will be Human and Spiritual Growth.  It will run from October 24 to December 12.  If it 
works well, my hope would be that it would pave the way for a new Team to run the 
whole years course based on the needs of participants with appropriate input, something 
on the lines of the Faith and Justice Workshop  we had once. 

I  have a local team of three, which  will include Melchior and Ester, referred to 
above,  but will also need outsiders. 

h. ONE YEAR FORMATION COURSE IN MAINLAND  CHINA 
 

I  have had a Round 1 discussion with the provincials of the CMs and The CICMs 
who have expressed a high degree of interest that we as three Missionary Societies should 
attempt to undertake this.   The collaboration would consist of partnership in design,  
finances, and expertise – but details of this have not yet been entered into. 
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The next task, which I would hope to put in place this year, would be to draw up a 
draft design for a ONE YEAR COURSE.  This will involve a visit to the Philippines and 
investigation of similar services in UK/Ireland. 

The task of selecting and preparing local junior staff to assist the more experienced 
foreign(?) staff, with  a view of taking over from them, will be a major challenge. 

3.  Academic links – catholic and secular. 

 

a. HOPE UNIVERSITY, LIVERPOOL:  Discussion and exchange continue with 
Hope University, Liverpool, with a view to further bridge building between 
China and Britain.  Fr Peter Zhao the director of Sapientia Press, Beijing is 
invited for 2nd time to Hope as a visiting research fellow in Catholic Social 
teaching; he will also deliver a paper at a three day conference on Christian 
unity in mission and service.   A return visit to China by Hope University 
Academic staff is under discussion. 

We continue to support the Journal of Catholic Theology, published by the Institute for 
the Study of Culture and Christianity Beijing.  Some of the papers from seminars, such 
as the ones described next, are usually published in the Journal of Catholic Theology, 
thereby ensuring a wide readership. 

With our support, Peter Zhao has convened a second conference for young secular 
academic scholars with a view to nurturing a new wave of so-called ‘academic 
Christian scholars’; every participant at the conference was expected to present a 
paper.  The overarching theme was Mateo Ricci in view of the solemn celebration of 
the 400th anniversary of his death.  A selection of topics addressed was: Dialogue and 
Cultural Conflict; moral acceptance and recognition; historical study of Catholicism; 
theology and the experience of Faith; Inculturation and Catholicism at various times in 
history; Dialogue and confrontation of Catholicism and Confucianism in Ming and 
Ching Dynasty; Ricci understanding of the True doctrine of God; The Change in 
attitude of Catholic Church with respect to Ancestors. 

b. MAYNOOTH PONTIFICAL AND NUI UNIVERSITIES:  After the collapse of 
discussions with Lampater and Macau/Lisbon (?) Universities re accreditation for the 
National Catholic Seminary in Beijing, discussions began with The Pontifical 
University and the NUI, Maynooth with the approval and support of the Irish 
Regional director. 

Both the President of the Pontifical University, Monsignor Hugh Donnelly and the 
President of the National University of Ireland, (NUIM) Maynooth, Professor John G 
M Hughes visited The National Seminary of China.  Degrees from the Pontifical 
University aren’t valid in China, but there are close links between the Pontifical 
University and NUI Maynooth which Hugh Donnelly believes could be useful down 
the line if students came to Maynooth to study.   The NUIM President, sees no 
insuperable block to accreditation from NUI, but there are major challenges to be 
addressed by the National Seminary of China.  The Head of Philosophy of NUI, – 
Professor Michael Hogan– was commissioned by the President of NUIM to visit The 
National Seminary in January 2010.  He lectured there and put some more building 
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blocks in place.  As I write I have not had a firsthand report from Michael Hogan. 

c. ST MARY’S CATHOLIC UNIVERSITY, STRAWBERRY HILL:   St Mary’s was 
a Teacher Training College under the auspices of the Vincentians. It has received a 
Royal (?) charter as university two years ago and is the first to gain this status since the 
reformation. 

Dr Michael Hayes was head of theology there when I was a guest lecturer for a couple 
of years.  He is now the Vice Principal.  We made an effort to launch a Chair of 
Mission Theology there after the demise of the Catholic Missionary Institute, Mill Hill.  
The powers that be in the Missionary world didn’t see their way to running with the 
idea. 

Michael Hayes has now been back to me re connections with China and discussions 
will take place in March 2010.  We await and see what may emerge. 

d. SINO-CELTIC CONNNECTIONS:  There has not been much movement in this 
field during the year.  I had hoped to have a concept paper ready by now.  But alas 
trying to grasp the nature of the whom/what China represents is quite daunting.  
Therefore the task of writing a proposal is quite challenging.   On the surface there is a 
lot of interest by people in China and in Europe. 

If the assessment of China, which many in China and Europe subscribe to, could be 
adequately summed up in the following the project would be easy.   

Indeed the Chinese government’s preserving support for socialism does not pose 
an obstacle to the following conclusion: in all its behaviours, including economic 
political and cultural – even in government  behaviour – China has completely 
conformed to the dictates of capital and the activities of the market. 

A reading of Wang  Hui’s book China’s New Order pre-empts any clinging to the 
above as an adequate understanding  of China which could serve as a basis of a  Sino-
Celtic dialogue. 

Wang Hui goes on to outline the various schools of  understandings by Chinese 
intellectuals of Chinese Society that have developed since the 80’s and there is no 
simple assessment, not even on the issue of Confucianism that is taking on such a 
public face in discussions on China.  With regard to the latter the question is asked: 
which Confucianism?  Thereby a simple link between the so called central spirituality 
of Confucianism and the Celtic world would not measure up to the reality involved. 

Wang Hui raises the question: “So what are China’s problems or, what methods or 
even language should be used to analyse them?”  He says “.It is  necessary to first 
confirm the premises of the critique”.   And he concludes a long discussion of the 
various efforts to understand China by saying: 

Even though there is no one theory that can explain the complex and often 
mutually contradictory problems that we now face, it nevertheless behoves 
Chinese intellectuals to break their dependence on time honoured binary 
paradigms, such as China/West and tradition/modernity, to pay more attention to 
the factors that might contribute to institutional innovation within society, to 
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attend to the capacity for renewal within civil society, and to move on to a re-
examination of the historical methods and conditions under Which China has 
sought modernity. 

In the light of all this some more time will be needed to prepare a paper that would 
provide basis for discussion of a SINO-CELTIC contribution  in response to the worst 
elements  of modern day globalization. 

e. Guest Lecturers to China:  The visit of Fr Sean McDonagh ssc and Fr Rodolfo 
Cardenal sj to be deferred because of insecurities on my visa issue around the time 
Sean was due.   Hopefully once the visa question is resolved the visits can be 
rescheduled. 

Fr Maurice Hogan ssc  has been invited, and agreed, to teach OT at the National 
seminary; and Fr Alo Conaughted has also been invited to teach Philosophy there. 

4.  Theological Literature 

12 copies of the tablet are sent to various institutions and individuals in China.  The 
flow of other theological literature was rather low during the past year as we did not 
have the funds. 

The Journal of Catholic Studies, Beijing continues to translate and publish English 
language articles submitted by us.   

 

5. Teachers in China 

We have two teachers in China with AITECE at the moment, one a Mill Hill 
Missionary and one returnee teacher; two others will return in August 2010 and we 
will have two new teachers – a husband and wife going there. 

We are seeking new ways of enticing more teachers to take up this exchange, but we 
are not having a great deal of success. 

We have engaged the assistance of a retired teacher to explore new options, and a 
report is due in April 2010. 

More and more schools, including Catholic ones, are building links with schools in 
China.   We facilitate in whatever way we can when requested. 

6. Exposure Visits to China  

No large exposure visit was undertaken during the past year due to lack of a group 
leader who would undertake this responsibility.   The CTBI had an exposure group 
which we publicized and one Catholic participated 

7. Public Awareness in the UK 

One conference was held in 2009 – our AGM.  We had three presentations:  2 talks by 
Chinese students in the UK on their life in China and experience in the UK.  Professor 
Peter Nolan, Cambridge gave a very challenging main presentation on Chinese

economic development.   Our numbers were down from 100 last year to about 50 this 
year. 

Our students continue to play a useful role in making presentations on China, usually 
requested by friends, and local deaneries. 

Press cuttings, mailings and in-dept articles were circulated to members, friends, local 
Clergy/parishes, politicians, Religious and Missionaries and large Catholic network.   
The ordination to Deaconate of Vincenzo Zhang got good publicity 

Not connected with us, but gaining a lot of publicity for China issues was the book 
Chinese Whispers, by Hsiao-Hung Pai, Published by Penguin on the lives of Britain’s 
hidden Chinese work force. One reviewer commenting said “Hsiao-Hung Pai, the only 
journalist who knows the community, went undercover to hear the stories of this 
hidden workforce.  She reveals a scary, shadowy world where human beings are 
exploited in ways unimaginable in our civilized twenty-first century.”     

8. Working with Others - Churches/Faiths 

Our links with the China Desk of Churches together in Britain and Ireland (CTBI) is a 
most valuable network for us.  At this time a review of this organization is taking 
place. Eamonn O’Brien has agreed to be a member of the Steering Committee of 
CTBI. 

Hopes that the former Chairman of CTBI, Fr Keith Balthrop, Westminster Diocese 
who did Chinese studies at Oxford in his youth and had rekindled his links with China, 
would take a leading role in relation to China on behalf of The Catholic Bishops 
Conference have been dashed.   He has been appointed as a Parish priest in a busy 
London parish.  Discussion will take place in March with the new Archbishop of 
Westminster about ways of integrating CEC into the Bishops conference structures as 
SSC UK have indicated there will not be a replacement for Eamonn O’Brien in this 
work.   The new situation which has developed in China allows for this kind of 
development, something we deemed not appropriate when CEC was set up in 2001. 

9. Fundraising 

The more contacts we make in China, the more calls there are for financial help to aid 
requests that fall outside the scope of the funding received from the Columbans.  We 
made a new effort during the year – copying the Peace Sunday idea of Pax Christi, 
which promotes peace action and fundraises.    Our plan was to do a test run on the 
Popes day of prayer for China on May 24th, promoting prayer for the church in China 
and hopefully raising some funds.    It wasn’t very successful from a financial point of 
view; hopefully the prayer dimension had a better hearing. 

10. Donors, Volunteers, Supporters and Executive 

Our Executive plays a  very important role,; their time and  contribution is greatly 
valued. 
 
We are deeply indebted to an active group of volunteers who regularly come to the 
office, and without whom we simply could not go on.
